Open House is a schoolwide parent orientation held at the beginning of the school year. Lumberport Elementary School will acclimate parents and students to the school, teachers, instructional materials, and policies.  Parents will be provided with information concerning all Title I activities, goals, and instructional objectives. Parents will be encouraged to participate and take an active roll in their child’s learning.

The Title I teachers will hold their annual Title I meeting prior to Open House and at the beginning of each family activity.  The Title I programs will be discussed and displayed through the use of a power point. 

4.  Lumberport Elementary School shall provide parents of participating children information in a timely manner about Title I, Part A programs that includes a description and explanation of the school’s curriculum, the forms of academic assessment used to measure children’s progress, and the proficiency levels students are expected to meet.
    
 At the beginning of the school year, every parent of students in grades three through five will receive a report explaining their child’s WESTEST assessment results.  Throughout the school year all parents will be informed of student progress through the use of student agendas along with parent/teacher conferences.  
 
5.  Lumberport Elementary School shall, at the request of parents, provide opportunities for regular meetings for parents to formulate suggestions and to participate, as appropriate, in decisions about the education of their children.  The school will respond to any such suggestions as soon as practicably possible by:

6.  Lumberport Elementary School shall provide each parent an individual student report about the performance of their child on the State assessment in at least math, language arts and reading by:
 
At the beginning of the school year, every parent of students in grades three through five will receive a report explaining their child’s WESTEST assessment results.  
 
7.  Lumberport Elementary School shall take the following actions to provide each parent timely notice when their child has been assigned or has been taught for four (4) or more consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not highly qualified within the meaning of the term in section 200.56 of the Title I Final Regulations (67 Fed. Reg. 71710, December 2, 2002):
 
A Parents Right to Know Notification letter informs the parents of highly qualified staff.  All staff members are highly qualified as of the 09-10 school term.
 
8.  Lumberport Elementary School shall provide assistance to parents of children served by  the school, as appropriate, in understanding topics by undertaking the actions described below --

·        the state’s student academic achievement standards,
·        the state and local academic assessments including alternate assessments,

Lumberport Elementary encourages parents to visit the school and conference with teachers.  The parents are encouraged to take an active part in their child’s learning during all Title I activities.   Parents are notified of academic information through the use of the monthly school newsletter. 


9.   Lumberport Elementary School shall provide materials and training to help parents work with  their children  in the areas of improving student achievement, (including literacy training and using technology) child development, child rearing and additional topics parents may request.
Lumberport Elementary School will provide the following activities to help parents improve their child’s academic success: 
 
Partners In Print- This activity will involve students in grades Kindergarten through Fifth 
and their parents.  Parents will participate with their child in literacy workshops to enhance
 their child’s reading skills at home.
 
LiveGrades Training.  The parents of students in grades 1-5 will be invited to attend a training on LiveGrades. LiveGrades is an online grade book that allows parents to keep track of their child’s grades.   This training will provide parents insight on how to use the program at home.
 
Math Mates- This activity will involve students in grades Kindergarten through Fifth and 
their parents.  Parents will participate with their child in a math workshop to enhance their
child’s math skills at home.
       
Title I Annual Meeting- The Title I teachers will have their annual meeting informing parents of the Title I programs.
  
Open House- This is a parent/student orientation to acclimate parents and students to the 
school, teachers,  instructional material, and policies.
 
Holiday Reading Challenges – This activity will take place during the holiday breaks.  Students 
will be encouraged to meet reading goals.  
 
 
10.  Lumberport Elementary School shall, with the assistance of its parents, educate its teachers pupil services personnel, principals and other staff in how to reach out to, communicate with, and work with parents as equal partners in the value and utility of contributions of parents, and in how to implement and coordinate parent programs and build ties between parents and schools, by:
