. The practical nurse utilizes the nursing process to render safe and effective holistic care under the supervision of qualified nursing or medical personnel. Learning is a dynamic and continuous process. Learning experiences are structured to proceed from simple to complex. The teacher-learning process is a vehicle for the acquisition of knowledge. The student practical nurse must assume the active role of learner within the structured environment that recognizes individual differences, encourages critical thinking, and facilitates self understanding. Practical nursing education is an active process that incorporates cognitive as well as psychomotor skills in a variety of settings under qualified supervision. Nursing education’s primary goal is the development of a practical nurse with a strong theoretical base 
as
 well as competent clinical skills and sound clinical judgment. Faculty strive to keep abreast of changing health care trends, treatments, and care in order to serve as effective role models,
remain
 current, and provide students with pertinent up-to-date information. Graduate practical nurses are valued members of the health care team. Individuals are encouraged to continue learning after graduation as they strive for continued excellence in their profession and in order to meet licensure renewal requirements.

The role of the LPN includes giving direct bedside care, administering medications and treatments, reporting and

ecording client responses, and working in a team relationship with registered nurses, physicians, and other disciplines. Graduation from the program qualifies the student to take the national licensing examination (NCLEX-PN).
